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The UN Online Immersion Programme is 2 weeks of length, comprises a total
workload of 40-45 hours and is open for a maximum of 50 participants. It
provides participants with an intensive opportunity to learn about the United
Nations” origins, main activities, different agencies as well as about International
Geneva as a hub of multilateralism.

- As two-week programmes are the most intense, UNITAR will offer one live
component of 3.5 hour every weekday of the programme (excluding weekends)

Development Goals (SDGs), Conference Diplomacy, United Nations Career
